Glenwood Caverns Adventure Park: Take an aerial tram to the top of a
bluff in Glenwood Springs, where a tour of the stalactite- and stalagmite-rich
Glenwood Caverns begins. The caves themselves are actually near the top of
the mountain, rather than near the bottom as you might expect and require a
ride to the top on a gondola that also offers amazing views of the surrounding
Roaring Fork Valley.

May 2024 Real Estate Market

The May real estate market showed some clear movement,
namely in the surge of new listings which were up almost
33% over the number of listings in May of 2023. That’s
good news for our market, which tends to be low on inventory.
