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Etiquette For Dog Parents
Dog parents have a responsibility to manage their pets’

behavior and follow certain rules of etiquette. Follow these

guidelines to ensure that you and your dog are being courteous
community members.

* Scoop your poop. Bring several bags on your walks to be
sure you have enough. If you run out, either come back and
clean it up later, or ask another walker if they have a bag to
spare.

* Prevent barking. Practice getting your dog’s attention to
easily redirect him if he barks at people or other dogs. If
you know your dog acts this way, only allow him in the
yard when supervised.

¢ Only let your dog greet a stranger if they ask. The same
rule applies if you see another dog and caretaker approach-
ing. Ask first and respect the other’s response.

* Always leash your dog on walks. Not everyone is com-
fortable around dogs. Keep your dog close to you and stay
alert to others. Your leash should be short enough to prevent
your dog from contacting or jumping on passersby.

* Don’t play while on leash. If you meet another dog on a
walk (and it’s alright with their caretaker) let the dogs sniff
each other for five seconds and move on. Letting your dog
play with another dog while on leash can result in injury
and teach your dog that all dogs enjoy this kind of interac-
tion, although many don’t.

* Be aware of other people’s feelings. If your dog does
something to upset someone (jumping up, barking) apolo-
gize to them and take measures to prevent the situation from

reoccurring. . .

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Fun Things To Do In May

As the sunny, warm days begin to outnumber the chilly
ones come May in Colorado, it’s natural to want to get outside
and enjoy the beautiful spring weather. Seasonal recreation
opportunities become more plentiful with melting snow and
the reopening of many attractions and roads, so you’ll have
countless options for things to do.

CAMP BEFORE IT GETS TOO CROWDED

You can beat the camping crowds at many popular spots
around the state. There are still many campgrounds that haven’t
officially opened for the season quite yet, so research and plan
accordingly. May is typically a terrific time to visit the Rockies
or camp along the Front Range Urban Corridor without as
many people as later in summer. Keep in mind it still gets quite
cold in the evenings, so pack your winter clothes.

A lot of the USFS campgrounds at higher elevations may
not open until later in the month, but rest assured, there are
always places year-round. State parks are usually a safe bet,
although finding an available campsite in places near the
Denver and Colorado Springs metros such as Cherry Creek or
Cheyenne Mountain state parks will be tougher. Keep in mind
all of Colorado’s state parks require camping reservations in
advance.

Dispersed camping is always an option as long as you’re
able to reach your destination. Don’t climb too high onto back-
country roads, as they may still be covered in snow. Perhaps
this is the perfect time to go south and check out camping at
Great Sand Dunes National Park in the San Luis Valley or
around Southwest Colorado by Durango.

CHASE A FEW WATERFALLS

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Tissue Paper Poppy

Want to slide in a history lessons while keeping little hands
busy? You can help kids make a tissue paper poppy while
explaining about Memorial Day’s origins, then explain that
poppies, because they are blood-red, became a symbol of sac-
rifice during World War 1. These are easy to create, and they

make a lovely gift. You’ll need: one sheet of red tissue paper, a 7.

small piece of black construction paper, two green
pipe cleaners, scissors, and tape.

1. Cut a small (about 1-inch diameter or less)
circle from the black construction paper.

2. Place a piece or two of tape on one side of
your circle to reinforce the paper.

3. Fold the circle and make a small cut
through the paper and tape near the center,
just big enough to push a pipe cleaner
through. Then fold and cut one more.

4. Cut all around the edges of your black
circle so that they look like fringe.

5. Now, fold your red tissue paper until you have several
layers — a 3” x 3” square is about right, but you don’t
have to be exact.

6. Cut a vaguely petal-like shape through all the sheets at
once. Remember that your flower will most likely not

be inspected by a horticulturalist. Cut through all the
edges so that each layer becomes separated from the
others. Then fold it gently and cut a small hole through
the center.

Hold a green pipe cleaner (for little ones, be careful
of potentially pointy ends!) and stack the tissue
papers onto the pipe cleaner, letting them turn
and settle randomly. Then top it with the black
construction-paper circle, tape side against the
tissue so it isn’t showing. Loop the end of the pipe
cleaner through one of the center holes, then bend
it, hook-like, and loop it back through the second
hole, and twist to secure it.

8. Bunch up the tissue paper, folding it accor-
dion-style for maximum volume in your
flower. Flip the flower upside-down and
secure it with a piece of tape. I’ve tried just
doing a pipe cleaner and it slips, but you
can also cover the tape with a second green
pipe cleaner to make the underside of the

flower more realistically stem-like.

9. Holding the bottom of the flower, gently separate the

petals until your flower is beautiful.
